Project Questions and Answers:
	Question No. 1:
Is the environmental assessment available for review?

	Response:
The Environmental Assessment is in progress and is not available for review; the main issues identified at this point in the process are the issues surrounding the flood plain and the water and wastewater disposal system.  Due to the site’s proximity to the Klamath River water delivery and disposal is a concern.

	Question No. 2:
Are there any preliminary designs that can be reviewed?
	Response:
An initial study was completed for a fish processing plant; this idea has been modified to meet the economic goals of the Tribe along with the constraints of the project site.  The preliminary plans do not reflect the current project concept and thus are not available for review.  It is the goal of the Tribe to work with the Architect and Engineer to design an economically feasible and sustainable project.


	Question No. 3:
What role will the Yurok Tribe’s Environmental Program play in the permitting process?



	Response:
The Yurok Tribe Environmental Program (YTEP) may be able to assist in the permitting process and may have the ability to issue a water quality permit; we will not know the extent of their jurisdiction until all necessary permits are identified by the project manager.  The YTEP will need to be reimbursed for their project costs.
